It looks exceptional on row widths of 15- 20” and even 30" with earlier plantings

Its’ medium height is allowing for good standability even in cases where
populations are on the high side

Maturity is right in line with its 2750 CHU label

Podding is quite uniform right up the plant with the lower pods not being too
low to the ground

It is “Holding its own” very well on marginal ground
